How to Use

Caring for your Hedgetrimmer
• WARNING

Disconnect from the mains electricity supply, before
attempting any maintenance or adjustment.

Cleaning (P)
1. Using a soft brush - remove debris from all air intakes

and cutting blade.
2. Wipe over surface of your hedge trimmer with a dry

cloth.
